Mr. Frank (our Medical Superintendent) was able to get three brandnew 
doctors from Kampala. They have all just finished their internship and are 
very excited and active. 
Dr. Charity Onek is now working on Surgical Ward and assisting Mr. 
Frank. She agreed to support our HIV-Team. 
Dr. Hassan Sebina is on Paediatric Ward. And he agreed to resurrect our 
Hygienic Control Program. 
Dr. Edward Kironde is a big help on Medical Ward! He came while I was 
absent (was with some friends of mine on my off-days in Murchison 
National Park) and took over the Medical Ward. When I came back we had 
some longlasting meetings, and then I felt sick. No, not because of the 
meetings. Strange Plasmodiums, from the North, my body was not yet used 
to. Had Malaria. My first since I am in Kagando! So, my advice: never 
visit Murchison National Park without Antimalarial Prophylaxis and -Sprays. 
Anyway, Dr. Edward had still to continue to take care for Medical Ward 
with the help of our Medical Students from abroad. Today was my first 
day back, and I have to say, he did a great job. And he agreed to become 
In Charge of the Palliative Care Program (this was the job of Dr. 
Ronald, but he left for further studies) 

One of this meetings was our Doctors meeting. Now it is official: I am 
Head of Departement of Medical Wards. Not so sure, what I am expected, 
and I am not a physician, just a GP. But you grow with your duties/ 
tasks, as we say in German. 

Otherwise, there is still Mr. Frank, our MS and Surgeon. Dr. Michael, now Deputy MS and still Paediatrician. Dr. Gatare (still on Paediatrics) 
and still Dr. Yusuf (on Maternity). And we expect one more Post-Intern. 
And maybe someone called Dr. Herbert might join us in the next month and 
become In Charge of all the Community Work. I don’t know him, but you 
might do.
